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Mr. Kaleemullah developed Chromatographic methods to measure the impurities present in various pharmaceutical drugs. These impurities are the trace amount residual solvent and stabilizer present in the active compounds left in the final product during the drug manufacturing process. The introduction chapter outline is highly relevant and informative.  Kaleemullah elaborated and discussed why he has chosen the drugs, possible impurities and proposed quality control methods with pros and cons.
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The thesis is, therefore, COMMENDED.
